PROBLEMSAND PRACTICESOF THE PROTECTION OF THE
MONASTERIAN ANSAMBLESOF LVIV IN THE SOVIET PERIOD

Monasteries occupy a special place in the town-planning structure of
Lviv. In the multinational Lviv environment, they were not only spiritual
centers but also important form-forming elements of the city and were
distinguished by a peculiar architectura image.

Monastic ensembles belong to the cultural heritage of the Ukrainian
people and are a source of spiritual enrichment of society. They have a
unique higtorical, scientific, urban, architectural and artistic value with a
special sprawling and architectura and spatial arrangement. These sacred
urban masterpieces are a reflection of the professional masters school and
bel ong to the works of prominent architects (Jan de Witte, Bernard Meretin,
Paul Roman, Martin Urbanik, Peter Krasovsky, Franz Trescher, Jan
Pokorovich), builders (Doring, Nichka, M.Honzaghe, M.Cheha, A.Prihilny),
sculptors (M.Poleevsky, A.Osinsky, |.G.Pinzd, S.Fesinger, V.Gutte), artists
(Luka Dalinski, Jan Rosen, Stanidav Strojinski, Tadeusz Popel, Johann
Mayer).

Monasteries as elements of urban formations, dominant in space, are
organically associated with the natural landscape environment. Each
monagtic ensemble must be considered together with the surrounding
environment, which should be protected from unnecessary constructions or
alterations.

In the Soviet period, with the prohibition of spiritua life, practically all
monasteries were nationalized, and their property was confiscated. Monastery
structures were converted into warehouses, storage facilities, which caused
them considerable damaging damage, often distorting the aesthetic features
and architectural image of buildings. Despite the negative aspects of this
period, the state legidatively developed regulatory documents on the
protection of monuments. The Law of the Ukrainian SSR "On the Protection
and Use of Historical and Cultural Monuments' (1978) regulated the
organization of protected areas of monuments and the zone of regulation of
development, and the zone of protected natural landscape was also
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established. In view of the impossibility of holding sacred sites, the state
applied the practice of adapting monagstic complexes to use them as
sanatoriums, medical institutions, museums, educational ingtitutions,
repositories, administrative premises. Despite the adaptation of monastic
monuments for public functions, they continued to crumble due to neglect,
redevelopment, or partial rearrangements.

One of the forms of preservation of monastic complexes, which had
great historical and artistic value, was the adaptation to the museum function.
In the monastery churches there were various museums, so in the monastery
church of St. Onufriy was the Museum of Ethnography and Arts later the
museum named after Ivan Fedorov, Museum in the monastery Dominican
Council — it was originally used as a warehouse, and subsequently adapted
for the Museum of Religion and Atheism, in the monastery Armenian
Cathedral was arranged by the museum of Lenin, in the church of the
Monastery of Clarisox was placed first in the warehouse, and after the
restoration in 1978 the museum of Johnan Georg Pinzel was opened. Other
monastic complexes adapted to various cultural and educational institutions,
for example the Vaslian monagery for the premises of the Forest
Engineering University, the monastery building of the Congregation of the
Sisters of the Most Sacred Heart was adapted for the educationa building of
the Lviv Polytechnic.

The basic principle of state policy in the field of preservation of cultural
heritage should be an integrated approach to its preservation and a successful
functional adaptation of the sacred sight.

The wise policy is held in Lviv during the years of Independence of
Ukraine in preserving these unique urban-type objects when monasteries (St.
Onufriy) or individual monagtic buildings (Bernardine Church, St. Nicholas
Church, Dominican Church, Church of the Heart of Jesus, St. Casimir,
church Carmelites) are tranamitted to the use of religious communities and
used in their intended purpose, thus contributing to the preservation of the
monument.

Taking into account the complex and diverse architectural and spatial
structure of each monastery as a form-forming e ement in the urban structure,
it is necessary to take all necessary measures to prevent further destruction
and to strengthen control over their preservation as historically valuable
urban-type objects. When restoration of monastic ensemblesit is necessary to
involve professional architects —restorers, historians and study the patterns of
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development of architectural and spatial composition of monasteries,
typological peculiarities of the volume and spatial structure of their
structures. After all, the preservation of monastic ensembles as objects of
historical and cultural heritage and the historical urban environment in which
they are located, visual and compositional-spatial interconnections, zones of
panoramic perception of objects of the heritage and historical-natural
landscapein general aretoday one of the priority tasks.
