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THE IDEAS OF THE CITY-ENGINEERING
DEVELOPMENT OF LVIV
[1-nd half 50's—60’s of the 20th century

Period 11-nd haf 50's — 60’s of the 20th century in the USSR is marked
by social transformations and processes that have been reflected in al spheres
of public life of the country. In the political aspect, this period has become
the time of the declared construction of «developed socialism»; at that time,
the doctrine of the «socialist way of life» was proclaimed, the purpose of
which was the denationalization of the peoples» of the USSR and the creation
of anew poalitical community of people — the «Soviet people». The formation
of architecture took place under the ideological control of the state, which led
to the identity of the ideas of urban devel opment in all the Union republics of
the USSR.

In the post-war time, the end in the 1940's, urban development of Lviv
was limited to the reconstruction in the central part of the city and the
congtruction of small residentia neighborhoods of individual and muilti-
dwelling housing; industria enterprises developed, mainly through the
restructuring of existing production areas.

The general plan of Lviv, adopted in 1956, reflected the main ideas of
the time the development of low-rise individual construction and the
beginning of a typical design. Today, we can state that low-rise housing
became an important link in the chain of evolution of housing development in
Lviv Il-nd half 50's of the 20th century. In the architectural and planning
aspect, these projects represented a trangtiona link from the devel opment of
individual housing of the postwar period to typical projects of multi-
apartment buildings of the 1960's. Quarters of low-rise building on Pasichna
Street and on the Street Princess Olga are completed town-planning
complexes, which are architectural monuments of their time and of historical
and architectural value.

At the beginning of the 1960's in Lviv, there was a transition from the
quarterly development to the creation of large city-building entities. The
adopted principles of microdistribution and the structure of the public service
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system caused significant changes in the compositional construction of new
residential areas. New ideas for spatial development were laid down in the
general plan of Lviv adopted in 1965 (architects O. Rapoport, M. Yorysh,
E. Kuts, E. Dubinsky, A. Shulyar, 1. Bazarnik) for the project period until 1985 —
1990. Growth the population and territory of the city caused the formation of
the concept of polycentric development of the city center, the purpose of
which was the functional unloading of the historical center of Lviv. The
principle of perimeter development of neighborhoods was replaced by the
principle of «free planning», because it was this idea of the development of
Soviet urban planning reflected the integrity of the spatial organization of the
city. Adopted by the general plan, the planning structure of Lviv with its
division into 5 planning regions, envisaged the formation of, outside the
historical center, three sub-centers on the main stregts: Gorodotska,
Lychakivska, Stryjska.

The use in architectural practice of typical and re-design methods
allowed, in relatively short time, to achieve significant construction volumes.
In particular, in the period from 1956 to 1989 in Lviv, 9.2 million m? of total
housing area were erected, that is, almost 80% of the city’s devel opment.
Implementation of the housing construction program, laid down by the
general plan of Lviv in 1965, required an increase in production capacity,
which, on the one hand, contributed to the settlement of the housing problem,
on the other — the development of microdistricts with typical residential
buildings led to their monatony.

At the same time, the intensive development of industry led to the
excess of actual employment with the projected and contributed to the growth
of pendulum migration. Due to these factors, housing security has increased
from 10.3 m?/person to 14.4 m?/person instead of the mortgage master plan of
18 m?/person. As a result of implementation of the housing construction
program scheduled for the 1st round in the generd plan of 1965, the issues of
the city's architecturd and planning organization were solved, which
consisted of creating a «residential ring» from large residential areas around
the central core of Lviv. Approbation and partial implementation of new
ideas have determined the main trend of further urban development of Lviv
to the beginning 90’ s of the twentieth century.
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
