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Migration is a mass movement of people, motivated mainly
by a desire to find a better life. Two types of migration can be
distinguished: internal and external. The study focuses on the
role of different dimensions of social identity, which lead to
external migrant behaviours. Data were collected from three
groups of participants: pupils, medical students and adult
persons. Obtained resultsindicate that different types of social
identity can play an important role in making a decision
considering migration.
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[. Introduction

Currently migration is a very important problem in
Poland. The European Commission report shows that in
2008, 2.3 million Poles were abroad for more than two
months. Furthermore, according to the Central Statistical
Office's demographers due to migration in Poland there
are not 38.2 million citizens as there used to be, but only
37 million. The increasng migration of Poles is
connected with accession to the European Union in 2004
and typical economic problems such as unemployment
and worse living conditions than in the EU.

Migraion is a mass movement of people, mativated
mainly by a desre to find a better life. There is a lot of
theories explaining the phenomenon of migration. Among
them ae the neodlassica theory, the new economics of
migration, dual labour market theory, and the world systems
theory [1]. Two types of migration can be distinguished:
interna and externd. Interna migration applies to moving
inboard of the country (e.g. from village to town). External
migration presupposes leaving the country. In socia sciences
there are a lot of modes which help to explain migratory
behaviours. Among them are the following: A. Richmond's
[2] “Migration moativation modd”, “The concept of migrant
personality” prepared by Boneva and Frieze [3], Banka's
model of the indicators and results of the openness to
international carrier [4], and Laguna s modd that describes
migration as purposeful behaviour [5].

The mentioned models indicate that a migratory
behaviour is a multidimensiona phenomenon and can be
motivated by a wide range of factors: social, economic,
and psychological (personality characteristics, sdlf-
esteem, preferred value system, hope for success, and
affection for the place of living).

Identity is a cognitive and emotional connection between
people and ther identification with the objectives, rules of
conduct and val ues accepted in the community [6].
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People can have many identities (gender identity, sexual
identity, religious identity, regional identity and national
identity) not only racial ones. [7]. Before the accesson to
the European structures, in Poland there were two common
types of identity: national and religious. In 2004, Poland
became a formal member of the European Union. This
caused a number of socio-economic changes. What is
more, it probably influenced the activation of ancther type
of identity that is associated with this membership.

The am of this sudy is to define the socia identity
variables (nationa identity, religious identity, European
identity) that are associated with the willingnessto migrate.

Il. Method

Sample and Procedure
The research was conducted on three groups. pupils
(N=102), students (N=140) and adult persons (N=126).

Measures

Two methods were used during research: Social
Identity Scale (dimensions: In-group ties, Centrality and
In-group affect) [8] and Migratory Readiness Scale.

[1l. Results

The correlations between migratory behaviors and
types of social identity were calculated using the
Pearson’s correlation coefficient (see Tables I-111).

Among pupils only the low in-group affect is correlated
with migratory readiness (r=-0.44, p=0,001).

Among medical students the willingness to migrate is
negatively associated with al dimensions of nationa
identity: in-group ties (r=-0.28, p=0.01) centraity (r=-
0.21, p=0.01) and in-group affect (r=0.28, p=0.01).

In conducting research on a group of adults, identity
was expended to religious identity (Cathalic), and
European identity. The results show that the readiness to
migrate, smilarly as in the case of students, is negatively
corrdlated with the following dimensions of national
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identity: In-group ties (r=-0.20, p=0.02) and In-group
affect. What is more, a correlation between migratory
readiness and one of the dimensions of religious identity
which is the In-group affect (r=-0.20, p=0.02) was
disclosed. No correlation was visible between migratory
readiness and the identification with other Europeans.

Conclusion

§ Different types of socia identity can play an
important role in making a decision concerning migration.

§ Threeage groups differ in the pattern of connection
between nationa identity and the willingnessto migrate.

§ Some of the identities (European identity) seem to
be so new that they are not able to modify either
behaviours or plans.
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
