Demographic factors as
deter minants of national power

Demography is being called "the hidden pulse of
history"; ever since Thucydides, historians have observed
that the rise and fall of civilizations are closely linked to
demographic trends.

Quite a few scholars of the late Middle Ages and early
modern period paid attention to the role of population size
as a determinant of states power. During the 19 — first
third of the 20 century demographic factors have found —
to different extents — a consideration in the works of
classical geopolitical scientiss — F. Ratzel, V. de la
Blache, A. Mahan, R. Kjellén and other. The policies of a
number of states— France, Germany and USSR — directed
at the stimulation of birth rates for the purposes of future
conscript pools increase, are indicative of the importance
of population size parameter.

According to B. Nichiporuk of RAND Corp., during the
second half of 20 century, one can single out a range of
approaches to the connection between demographic
factors and national power.

Classic static paradigm, the most typical for late 1940-s
and early 1970s, considers the population sze and density
as the two independent variables determining — along with
other, non-demographic variables - the state's power and
influence on the international scene.

As per human capita paradigm, that have arisen in
1960-s, the quality and skill level of a labor force is the
most important demographic variable influencing the
national power. According to one of the interpretations,
human capita could be defined by the formula
Population * Education * Health.

Within the framework of dynamic paradigm, that was
adopted in the 1980s and 1990s and is dtill gaining
popul arity, demographic factors are not being reckoned as
determinants of national power potential; ingead of this
the changes in the composition and size of population
serve as catalysts and shapers of palitical instability and
armed conflict.
