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On a global scale, educationa migration is steadily
growing in importance, thus becoming an essentia part of
international migration. There are an increasing number
of people who undertake studies abroad. The gates and
education establishments try to attract international
students by creating favourable educationa environment
for them and widely promoting the institutions. Therefore,
the so-called international trade in educational servicesis
being devel oped.

People having chosen to study abroad condtitute a
particular group of migrants whose primary aim of
moving to another country is to obtain education. Being
abroad, they take part in a new society not only as
students, but also as representatives of their countries.

Firg international students appeared in Poland as early
as in the 1950s. After politica changes in the 1990s,
Poland has opened itself to Ukrainian students. Then
special educational programmes for students of Polish
descent residing in the former Soviet Union were
established.

Nowadays, more than two thousand Ukrainians study in
Poland. Some of them study on a full-fee paying basis,
while the others are on scholarships from the Polish
government and a variety of educational foundations. The
main reasons for choosing Poland as a country to study in
include: the Polish origin, family and relatives in Poland
and high level of education. Ukrainian student migration
to Poland is also facilitated by the Polish government
policy. A range of acts on Ukrainian students
employment in Poland during and after studies without
special work permitswere introduced, in particular.

Educational migration is a certain challenge to both
Poland and Ukraine. The host country should provide
favourable education and living environment for
international sudents, while Ukraine should be interested
in attracting people with high education level in order to
enhance the devel opment of the country.
