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The article discusses the process of politics
mediatization. An increase in the mass media influence on
the political processes both insde the state and on the
international arenais shown.

Interest in politics mediatization issue in the scientific
sphere was caused by the collapse of totalitarian regimes
in the countries of socialist camp, the quick development
of media and Internet technologies. These factors
determine the level of discourse between the authorities
and citizens.

A democratic political regime provides for an open
process of public opinion formation, an opportunity of
citizens to control the processes of political decision-
making, plurdism, equal voting rights, transparent
elections, separation of powers and effective functioning
of the representation system. These are the things that
enable the citizens to be active participants in the open
political discourse.

During the 20" century the role of professional
journaligts in the communication between political actors,
mass media and citizens changed from passive
retransmitter to full-fledged participant in the process.
Nowadays the €ectronic means of information
transmission are actively used for externa and internal
political communications.

The “mediatization” has caused the autonomy loss by
politics as the implementation of its main functions
depends directly on the mass media. A number of
researchers have reached the conclusion that the
democratic processes mediatization is the reason for
decline of western models of democracy.

Among the mediatization factors one should single out
the independence of mass media in the sdection of
“important” events;, the mass media influence on the
public opinion formation, control over the conditions of
dissemination and exchange of political subjects ideas,
political functions of mass media which cover the
establishment of cooperation with subjects of palitics;
active participation of mass media in the agenda
formation and determination of the political relevance of
events.

However, the mediatization cannot be avoided since
modern persons cannot imagine their life without mass
media
